Background to Project
ÅOver 6,000 Deer Hunting Licences issued each year

ÅPaper and email based applications

ÅOld Access Database requiring data entry

ÅApplications emailed to Regional NPWS staff for assessment

ÅPrinting or emailing approved licences

ÅOld technology no longer supported

ÅUrgent need to find a solution



Heritage Licensing Portal
ÅNew online Portal designed and developed

ÅAllows users to Register and apply for Licences

ÅFully online from start to finish

ÅPart of Heritage Modernisation Programme



Benefits to Online System
ÅFully online efficient licensing process

ÅEach hunter will have their own login and password

ÅApplicants will be able to track the status of their application through the 

portal

ÅOnce approved, applicants will receive their licence instantly and will be 

able to view their licence(s) online and print them, if they so wish

ÅApplicants will no longer have to provide written landowner permission

ÅHunting returns can be completed online throughout the year



Changes to Process
ÅThe application process for deer hunting licences will be online

ÅWithin the portal applicants will be required to:

Åinclude a photograph with their application to ensure the individual issued the licence 

can be identified

Åtick a declaration verifying that they will only hunt on land where they have 

permission 

Åupload a firearm certificate and/or proof of firearm purchase

Åtick a declaration that they are compliant with the minimum firearm requirements

ÅDeer hunting licences will issue via email / through the portal only, they will not be 

posted
